A local chapter wishing to be considered for the Chapter of the Year Award must submit in each of the five individual project award categories.

Individual Project Awards
A chapter may apply to be considered for one or more awards in five individual project categories (there is no limit to the number of awards for which a chapter may apply):
· Chapter communications: 1-page description* of how the chapter has actively and regularly communicated with its members.
· Community service: 1-page description* of the chapter's project, the community served by the project and its benefit to the community served.
· Educational offerings: 1-page description* of the chapter's educational offerings, including the number of contact hours awarded, the number of attendees, program description, reason why the program was offered, and program summary evaluation.
· Fundraising efforts: 1-page description* of the chapter's fundraising activities.
· Membership recruitment & retention: 1-page description* of the chapter's AWWA membership campaign, documented by recruitment and retention statistics, showing both what was done to increase membership and numbers to support the success of the efforts.
* Supporting documentation should be included with the 1-page description; this may include things such as chapter newsletters, articles authored and appearing in Texas H2O newsletter, local newspaper articles, photographs, promotional fliers, membership brochures, advertisements, internet page printouts, etc.
